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Subject Matter Emphasis and Level: Math and Language Arts at 1st grade level 
 Brief Description of the Unit:  Students will participate in activities related to apples to enhance their Math and Language Arts skills.  

 

Goals:  I am teaching this unit to get my students engaged in learning activities using the different types of measurement that can be done with apples, the different types of apples, and to get more acquainted with the writing process.

In this unit the students will:
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Given sets of objects, determine all the ways to divide a set of objects into equal groups (1st grade Algebra Standard #9)
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Determine ways in which shapes can be divided equally (1st grade Geometry Standard #6)
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Sort and classify objects according to one or more attributes (1st grade Patterns, Relations, & Functions Standard #1)

Gather and record data from various sources or situations including surveys and simple experiments (1st grade Statistics & Probability Standard #1) 
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Organize data into tally charts, picture graphs, and bar graphs (1St grade Statistics & Probability Standard #2)
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Write complete sentences for a specific purpose (1st grade Writing Standard #1)
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Use the writing process to create short stories, paragraphs, and poems (1st grade Writing Standard #2)
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Write to organize information and ideas (1st grade Writing Standard #3)
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Begin sentences with capital letters and use ending punctuation in final copies (1st grade Writing Standard #4)
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Use descriptive word and a variety of sentence types when writing about people, places, things, and events (1st grade Writing Standard #5)
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Use pictures and text to tell a story (1st grade Writing Standard #11) 

Content: The contents that I intend to teach are math and language arts.  The students will do graphing, measuring, grouping, fractions, and story writing.  

Prior, Learning, Interests, Misconceptions, and Conceptual Difficulties:  The students will have prior knowledge of fractions and sentence structure that was taught in kindergarten.  The difficulty that the students will face is working on the computer.  They really have had no computer use at all.  We will be using Storybook Weaver as one of the learning activities on the computer.
Major Learning Activities:  
· Write and illustrate a story about apples. Read Johnny Appleseed by Steven Kellogg. Make a folder to keep all apple activities in.
· Show PowerPoint presentation of Johnny Appleseed
· Divide students into groups of three.  Given an even number of apples the students must come up with a way to divide the apples evenly amongst themselves.  After they are finished they must write a sentence telling how the apples were divided.
· Read “The Little Red House” story.  Give each child an apple. At this time I will teach and reinforce fractions.

· Each student will get a variety of apples.  They will sort and classify them according to color, size, texture, and shape.  

· The students get to taste each apple.  They are then required to make a chart/graph according to their favorites.  We will also talk about the 5 senses at this time.

· Compare size and cost of bagged apples vs. bulk apples.

· Use a string to measure circumference of various apples.

· List ways to eat apples, tell and write which is your favorite way to eat them.

· Make a list of words that describe an apple

· Make and illustrate an apple vocabulary book.

· Use Storybook Weaver computer program to write and illustrate a story.

· Make an apple collage using magazines.

· Make apple prints.

· Wrap up will be to celebrate Johnny Appleseed Day.  Have a birthday party and serve apple treats that the students have made.  Possibly put on a play.
